Location 
Fort Harrison Business Park (FHBP) is a 152-acre 
planned development situated at the northeast 
corner of North Fruitridge Avenue and the Steelton 
Road intersection.

Portions of the park are currently being developed 
which include manufacturing and commercial use, 
distribution and warehousing, and office space and 
industrial facilities.  There is approximately 113 
acres+/- still available.

Fort Harrison Business Park is located 
approximately six-miles north of Interstate Highway 
70, five-miles east of U.S. Highway 41 and two-miles 
north of U.S. Highway 40 and State Road 46.    
Terre Haute International Airport is the nearest 
commercial airport at five-miles from site.    
Indianapolis International Airport is the nearest 
passenger airport, 70-miles east.
