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Utilities and Infrastructure
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Terre Haute has the infrastructure and flexibility to
supply power and energy-related products from leading
utility companies. Service providers have invested
heavily in the infrastructure required to support the
needs of today’s sophisticated business and industries.

Supplies of electricity are abundant for future needs,
and service reliability is rated among the best in the
nation. Incentive rates are available to both new and
expanding business and industry under certain
conditions.

An abundant supply of natural gas is provided for
both firm and interruptible customers throughout
the community. Integrated rate options are offered
allowing industrial customers to tailor gas services
to meet their specific process or facilities needs.

The sanitary sewer system in greater Terre Haute is
provided by the City of Terre Haute District. The pota-
ble water is supplied to the City of Terre Haute

and surrounding areas by Indiana American Water
and a handful of other smaller water utilities.

Vigo County has a state-of-the art telecommunications
system. Fiber optic cable and ISDN service have been
deployed throughout the county. A full array of
broadband data and e-commerce services are available
in many areas for business customers, including web
hosting and other Internet services. DSL high-speed
Internet access and other advanced voice features are
available in many areas as well.

Terre Haute/Vigo County is conveniently located on
Indiana’s major east-west artery, Interstate 70 and
equidistant to the major north-south Interstates of 57
and 65. Our location near both the population and
geographic centers of the United States is one of our
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most powerful elements for success. We are centered
in America’s industrial, distribution and transportation
heartland.

Positioned extremely well from a transportation
perspective, Terre Haute is located within a 500-mile
radius of 70% the population of the United States. We
are a leader in planning for future needs and offer an
excellent network of transportation facilities, assuring
business and industry ready access to global and
domestic suppliers and markets.

Terre Haute offers Class | rail service provided by CSX
Transportation, Inc. (CSXT) and the Indiana Rail Road.
The three Indiana ports are accessible by rail to/from
Terre Haute, Indiana. The State of Indiana ships 71
millions tons of cargo by water each year, ranking
Indiana 14th among all states in waterborne shipping.
Indiana’s three ports are located in the northwest and
southern corners of the state.

Indiana’s largest airport, the Indianapolis International
Airport, is the hub for aviation. Located just 60 min-
utes from downtown Terre Haute off I-70, Indianapolis
International Airport provides both passenger and
cargo service. The airport handles over 8.5 million pas-
sengers annually and is served by 29 airlines. A $1 bil-
lion

expansion is in progress and includes interstate
improvement and construction of a new terminal.

Terre Haute's International Airport is located in the
Foreign Trade Zone. It can accommodate the world’s
largest aircraft with its runway of 9,025 feet. Its Airport
Development Zone encompasses over 5,000 acres and
includes 2,450 acres of existing and planned properties
containing the 180-acre Aleph Tech Park.
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
